Thorn washed in high esteem by his Grove City colleagues. He was named dean of men im 1544 and held this post antil 1955, He held sports assodatton posts
tnchuding the National Soccer Coaches Assoclation, past president of the Tri-Sale Asoctation for the Selaction of Athletic Officlals, and fmst president of the
Girove City Recreation Coundl He hdped ogantee the Grove Gty Chapler of Omiaoen Deba Kappa. In winber 1963, Thom was honomed by the Mercer County
0ld Timers Sporis Asocation for his contribotion 1o athleto.

Thiorm served on the Grove City College Alemni Council. He was ales inducted 1o the Athlsitc Hall of Fame for both Men's Socoer and All Sports. The Grove
ity College foothall and track facility Is mamed Bobert 1. Thorn Field in his henar. The College later re-dedicaied Robert E Thom Fidd on September 9, 5006
